SUBJECT:  Victim/Witness Assistance Training for Commanders and First Sergeants

1.  Administration of Military Justice, AFI 51-201, requires that commanders and first sergeants receive training on assisting victims of crimes committed by military members.  The Office of the Staff Judge Advocate has prepared a 4-hour block of instruction to be held on 6 June 2003 at the Conference Center from 0800 to 1200.  I invite you to attend.

2.  When a military member commits a crime, the victim of that crime has certain rights.  These rights are especially important for serious offenses such as violent crimes, sex and hate crimes, and spouse and child abuse.  We must be careful to ensure these rights are observed and victims, especially military dependents, are encouraged to come forward and report incidents of criminal conduct.

3.  This training will address such subjects as sexual assault, child molestation, and family violence.  Its emphasis will be on the role of commanders and first sergeants in handling these type incidents when they involve members of their units.  Experts from the Warner Robins community will participate.

4.  The issues surrounding family violence are many and their importance to potentially affected family members cannot be overstated.  It is our responsibility to ensure that all victims and witnesses of crime who suffer physical, financial, or emotional trauma receive the assistance and protection to which they are entitled.  This training will help develop a better understanding of the roles of our local military and civilian support agencies play in assisting victims of domestic crimes.
