DID YOU KNOW

1.  That every state in the country operates a program to help pay some of the expenses resulting from crimes involving violence or abuse.  The number for Georgia’s Crime Compensation Board is (404) 559-4949.  For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

2.  That approximately three children die each day in the United States from child abuse. For more information, contact 6-3961, ext 119 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

3.  That one in three girls is sexually exploited by age 18. For more information, contact 6-3961, ext 119 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

4.  That Congress recently passed a law which provides dependents abused by an active duty member of the armed forces with transitional compensation.  The member must have been convicted of a dependent-abuse offense resulting in separation pursuant to court martial or administratively separated and the basis for separation includes a dependent-abuse offense. 5.  That one in six boys is sexually exploited by age 18.  For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

6.  Up to 90% of juvenile delinquents and convicts report being abused as children. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

7.  That a crime victim has the following rights


To be treated with fairness and respect for the victim’s dignity and privacy


To reasonable protection from a suspect or the accused


To notification of all court-martial proceedings


To be present at all public court-martial proceedings, unless the military judge determines the victim’s testimony would be materially affected if the victim heard other testimony 


To confer with trial counsel in the case


To appropriate restitution, when available


To information about an accused’s conviction, sentencing, confinement and release.  For more information, call 65995 and ask for the victim/witness coordinator.

8.  60% of children who drop out of school suffer from some sort of family violence. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

9.  Abuse victims are six times more likely to abuse others than the general population. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

10.  That Houston County is working on an emergency room protocol that will eliminate or reduce the hospital costs associated with a rape victim’s medical exam conducted to gather evidence for a prosecution.  At the present time, civilian rape victims must pay for medical exams conducted pursuant to an allegation of rape.  For more information contact the base victim/witness coordinator at 65595 or the Rape Crisis Center at 953-5675.

11.  80% to 90% of child sexual abusers are known to the child. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

12.  Approximately one in four families in Georgia has been affected by abuse. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

13.  For the first seven months of 1994, E-911 received, 1,025 family violence calls.  Please note that only 1 in 10 family violence incidents are reported. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

14.  Warner Robins Police Department received approximately 385 family violence calls per month. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

15.  Houston County Sheriff’s Department receives approximately 308 family violence calls per month. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

16.  Perry Police Department receives approximately 256 family violence calls per month. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

17.  Centerville Police Department receives approximately 76 family violence calls per month. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

18.  Every 15 seconds a woman is battered in the U.S. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

19.  Battering is the greatest single cause of injury to women in the U.S., more than car accidents, rapes, and muggings combined. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

20.  In over 95% of domestic assaults, the man is the perpetrator.  For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

21.  Nearly one-fourth of American women will be abused by a current or former partner at some point in their lives. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

22.  4 million American women a year are physically assaulted by their male partners. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

23.  Over 50% of doctors interviewed for a study expressed “concern about offending their patients” as the primary reason they failed to asked questions that might uncover domestic violence. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

24.  One-quarter of the violent crime in the U.S. is wife assault. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

25.  The FBI estimates that only about 10% of domestic violence is reported to the police. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

26.  In a national survey, 28% of married couples reported at least one instance of physical assault in their relationship. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

27.  In 1 out of 6 marriages in the U.S., there is a pattern of abuse.  In 96% of the cases, the violence is perpetrated by the husband. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

28.  60% of battered women are beaten while they are pregnant. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

29.  At least 60 % of battered women are sexually abused by their partners. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

30.  At least 70% of men who batter their wives sexually or physically abused their children. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

31.  Violent juvenile delinquents are 4 times more likely than other youth to come from homes in which their fathers beat their mothers. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

32.  Children who witness domestic violence are 5 times more likely to become batterers or victims in their adulthood. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

33.  30% of divorced adults cite physical abuse as the reason for their divorce. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

34.  Each year, domestic violence costs employers $3.5 billion in employee absenteeism and millions more in increased costs for health-care benefit plans. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

35.  A study of a women’s prison found 40% of inmates incarcerated for murder or manslaughter had killed partners who repeatedly assaulted them.  These women had sought police protection at least 5 times before resorting to homicide. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

36.  38% of women have been sexually abused by an adult relative, acquaintance, or stranger before age 18. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

37.  27% of women and 16% of men experienced some form of sexual abuse as children. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

38.  In the U.S., it is estimated that a woman is raped every 1.3 minutes. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

39.  1 out of every 3 women will be the victim of sexual assault during her lifetime. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

40.  75% of rape victims know their attacker. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

41.  It is estimated that 85% of rapes are never reported to the police and that less than 5% of the rapists go to jail. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

42.  67% of convicted rapists are repeat offenders. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

43.   The majority of rape cases occur during childhood and adolescence.  61% of all rapes occurred when the victim was 17 years old or less:  29% when the victim was less than 11 years old:  6% when the victim was older than 29. 44.  The U.S. rape rate is 4 times that of Germany, 13 times as much as England, and 20 times as much as Japan. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

45.  Marital rape is legal in 2 states:  North Carolina and Oklahoma. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

46.  In a study of teenagers’ attitudes, 42% of females and 51% of males feel it is okay to force sex if “she gets him excited”. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

48.  According to 1989 Justice Department statistics, in more than 75% of rapes, the rapist and rape survivor belong to the same race. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.

49.  1 out of 8 Hollywood movies depicts a rape theme.  By the age of 18, the average youth has watched 250,000 acts of violence and 40,000 attempted murders on TV. For more information, contact 6-5995 and ask for the base victim/witness assistance coordinator.
